he C cubed year for Area 1 was a

revelation for me, a newcomer to

district responsibilities, and having
not only Kowloon Golden Mile to attend but
also seven other clubs led me to ask, "How
on earth do DGs ever cope? Seriously
though, apart from anything | might have
contributed, the experience of those visits
has been a most rewarding and enriching
experience. They were my highlights of the
year. But let's get to those of the clubs
themselves. Much more exciting!

ADMIRALTY once again successfully
held the Outstanding Disabled Persons
Award, the eighth time in ten years, in co-
operation with the Joint Council for the
Physically and Mentally Disabled. This year
the distinguished panel of judges selected
five individuals from Hong Kong and two
from China for the award. Professor Sir Harry
S.Y. Fang once again acted as the Honorary
Advisor. As in previous years the award
presentation ceremony received much media
coverage. Other Community Service
included the Community Chest's Year of the
Dragon Walk and the donation of toys to the
Hans Andersen Club to help under-privileged
children. Under International Service the
Club was proud to achieved 100%
attendance twice during the year - in
November 1999 and May 2000. It is believed
that this is a first in District 3450. These high
attendance months were held in support of
the Rotary Foundation, resulting in five Paul
Harris Fellows. R.l. and District 3450's
appeals for help for the victims of natural
disasters in Taiwan, Turkey, and
Mozambique were also responded to. For
Vocational Service club members took part
in the Hong Kong University of Science and
Technology's Confluence Dinner, sharing
their personal, education and work
experience with about 200 students in
attendance. Under Club Service, 6 new
members will have been inducted by the end
of the Rotary year, representing a growth of
18 percent, while attendance at District
functions has been high. The main fellowship
this year was a dinner to celebrate the club’s
11th birthday. To be both efficient and
environmentally friendly in keeping members
up to date the President sent weekly emails
to members in place of printed newsletters
making the Club, possibly, the first in the
District with all members regularly using e-
mail.

HONG KONG, the father of all clubs with
a membership well over one hundred has
had it's usual busy year, details of which
could no doubt fill this letter. International
Service has included 18 Paul Harris Fellows,
the hosting of several GSE students from the
United States who visited the club in April
and arranging for a group of 30 students
from Eurasmus University in Holland to come
to Hong Kong. Once here arrangements
were made for the visiting students to meet
their counterparts and the faculties of the
Baptist College. Under Community Service
the Club organised an essay competition to
determine a winner to attend the
Enviroschool 2000 of the Rotary Club of
Lincoln New Zealand. The student will learn
environmental issues and bring back a
wealth of knowledge. In addition a project
was undertaken with the Benevolent
Concord Foundation, a Hong Kong based
non profit charitable group providing relief
and supplies to impoverished communities
of Southern China. Still in China, funding was
initiated for a video presentation of suitable
rehabilitation programmes, with the objective
of finding other donors for these worthwhile
projects, prior to seeking a Rotary
Foundation matching grant. Finally in this
category the Club's International Service
Award was given to Sally and Malcolm
Begbie of Crossroads International, a
volunteer, non profit making organisation
that collects usable items to give to needy
communities and countries. The Community
Service fund raising Gala Premiere of the film
"Toystory 2" generated much publicity for the
Rotary movement. Under what could be
described as Club and International Service
PDG Dom Vessigault wrote in the Club's
Quarterly Bulletin about the Council on
Legislation. PE Vernon Moore drafted a
proposal on attendance requirements which
was approved by the Board and members,
brought to the District Assembly and now
await submission to the Council on
Legislation. During the year Club Assemblies
were held every month.

HONG KONG SOUTH had a busy year.
For International Service a matching grant
for a Madras Eye project with a Club in India
is being pursued and in several months when
the project is finished about 12 Paul Harris
Fellows credits will have been earned. The
project for Lepers in Sichuan Province is HK
South's biggest multi-year activity. Their
effort has already built road access,
electricity and water supplies to the Leper
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colony. Thanks to the President's and the
Board's leadership, many Community and
Club Service functions have been
strengthened. The annual Southern District
Sports Day and Sandy Bay Duchess of Kent
Hospital Fair were successfully sponsored
last year while the major fund raising event,
Club 888, has achieved most of its target
which is in excess of HK$300,000. Several
joint meetings were held with sister club
Quarry Bay. The web site and bulletin have
been updated regularly. The former, has
been voted by the District web site as one
of best in 3450. During the year efforts have
been made to recruit younger members
thereby hoping to lower the average age of
the membership. Looking to the future, a
succession plan for next year is ready.

QUARRY BAY Club can be visited day
or night provided you go to their excellent
web site (www.rotary.org.hk/quarry-bay).The
experience is much better however if you go
to their extremely comfortable meeting place
in Butterfields, a Club in Taikoo Place. You
can also have a look at the September issue
of the Magazine by the same name, which
waxes eloquently about Rotary and QB. It is
therefore surprising that membership has
proved a worry during the year although the
distance to Quarry Bay has probably a lot to
do with it. Membership development (Club
Service) has in consequence been high on
the agenda for the year with quite some
success. In March the club, in conjunction
with Hong Chi Association, an organization
assisting mentally handicap children, and the
Canadian International School Cubs
participated in a tree planting activity
(Community Service) in the Tai Mo Shan
Country Park. There were about 60 children
all together. This activity provided a good
opportunity for the children to get together
and learn more about protecting the
environment. It is one of their yearly functions
where the Canadian cubs (younger Boy
Scouts) can get together with the Hong Chi
children to foster friendship and
understanding among the children. This
month a collection of first aid kits is being
organized for Crossroads International.
These kits are currently being gathered for
Uganda. This activity is in process at the time
of writing and will continue for the next few
weeks.

QUEENSWAY has had a very busy
International Service year:-

(a) continuing the Hepatitis vaccination of
new born in Henan, Dai Fen (since 1994)
and initiating the same in Hezeshi, a
remote area of the Shang Dong Province,

(b) phase Il of the Mongolia Vaccination
Project, the development of a cell culture
system for making influenza vaccine
(Children's opportunity grants)



(c)donation of more than a thousand
children's story books to kindergardens,
child care centres and children's prison
via the Mongolian Red Cross to
Ulaanbaatar in collaboration with
Crossroad International and Rotary Club
of Ulaanbaatar, and

(d) a mobile clinic for earthquake victims in
remote areas of Taiwan including an
ambulance with equipment to treat and
transport patients. Queensway are the
overseas primary sponsor for the project
initiated by Sister Club Fu Jung in Taipei

For Community Service, sponsorship has
been given to set up a Cancer Patient
Training programme. Regarding fund raising
a Gala Premier was held in November of the
film "Not One Less" and a joint May ball held
with the Rotary Clubs of Happy Valley and
Victoria. Both events provided excellent
fellowship enjoyable and were financially very
successful.

VICTORIA has seen a net increase of 5
in active membership, attendance and
commitment (Club Service) this the year,
doubtless due to the move to a bigger venue
with improved facilities for visiting speakers.
One should not of course omit mention of
the wider selection of menu at the Island
Shangrila Hotels Victoria Club. For
Community Service the Club has gone for
Continuity by participating in the Flag Day

for Ronald Macdonald Home for parents and
families of chronically sick children as well
as visiting the home frequently to take part
in various activities. Another continued
project is the support for Crossroads
International, an organisation providing
goods and support to refugees in Hong
Kong, China and elsewhere. The Paul Harris
Fellow (International Service) target for the
year was exceeded by 33% while the joint
Annual Ball with Queensway and Happy
Valley was both a financial and fellowship
success. Watch this space.

WANCHAI has experienced another year
of remarkable progress. During the year
(International Service) an approach was
made to the Taipei Hwa Yueh Rotary Club of
Taiwan with a view to setting up a sister club
agreement. For Community Service, despite
the depressed economy, the Club was able
to raise over $400,000 this year from various
charity functions including a film premiere in
October 1999 (The General's Daughter) and
the fund raising ball in April 2000. This year's
ball carried the hottest theme in town, "high-
tech" and was named "Cyber Fantasia". The
hard-earned donations were put to very
meaningful use including disaster relief for
earthquake victims in Turkey and Taiwan as
well as various community and public service
projects in Hong Kong and the mainland of
China. Under International Service the
largest single project to date that has been

undertaken was the donation of a new
school in a remote location in Guizhou
Province, China. The school is named
Mengzhou Primary School and was officially
opened in November 1999. The Club has
given some $100,000 to the school and a
delegation from the Club visited the students
there in March 2000. This year a donation
was made to the St James Settlement for a
rehabilitation project for the elderly in
Wanchai district and to the "Family Quarterly
News", a regular newspaper for the family.
Total donation was about $60,000. One of
the organisations, which have been
supported by the Club for many years, is the
Vocational Training Council (TDC). Each year
the Club sponsors and helps organise a
competition amongst the students at the
TDC. This year was web site design contest
for hospitality students. The Club again
contributed to the bursary fund of the Open
University of Hong Kong to benefit prison
inmates. Club members handed out cheques
and and spent an afternoon talking to them.

H K A R EA 2 (Assembled by AG Lawerence Lam)

here has been a marked loss of the

Rotarian membership in recent years.
Besides attributing the loss to the bad
economy and emigration, the noticeable
decline of membership participation and the
lack of enthusiasm among members is also
a major contributing factor that cannot be
underestimated. My personal observation is
that owing to the whittling down of fellowship
functions and the lack of comprehensiveness
in Rotarian services in some Clubs, their

members no longer view with pride the fact
that they are Rotarians. Some felt that
anyone with an I.D. card just walk in and
become a Rotarian and this has exacerbated
the member loss problem.

To bring back the sense of belonging and
spirit of fellowship among members with a
hope that the Rotary fellowship may be
further extended to members' families, the
community services that Rotary Clubs

participate in must be such that would make
their members feel proud to be a Rotarian.
Second, one must not ignore the importance
of continuing Rotarian education and
communication among inter-club and inter-
club Rotarians. My feeling is that if Rotarian
rules and regulations are continued to be
loosely enforced special for these new
Rotarians, the Rotary system of order will
further deteriorate and crumble. To maintain
the high standard of Rotary, fellowship,
service and education will take the most
important rule.
